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1. Purpose 
The school cell phone policy is one of the critical guiding documents of Bokamoso Senior Secondary School. The purpose of this policy is to:
a. Regulate the usage of cell phone in the school premises during contact time. 
b. Ensure that the school administers its assessments without a risk of learners copying from their cell phones
c. Uphold morals and values of the school where learners will not be able to view immoral content from cell phones during contact time.
d. To ensure that there is no disruption of lessons
 

2. Definitions 
 Learner – Any school going child attending school at Bokamoso senior secondary

Educator - Any professional teacher employed to teach learners at Bokamoso senior secondary school

Authority - Any educator at Bokamoso senior secondary school 

Immoral – Content found in the cell phones that is illicit and against the values of the school


Fine - means a monetary charge laid against any learner who violated this policy 

Term – a period of time in a school calendar before Recess

Classroom - is a place where teaching and learning occur



3. Preamble

a. A device such as a cell phone may be bringing disruption during contact time and it is therefore prohibited at our school.

b. It may promote or aggravate cyber bullying.

c. It may be used for copying during assessment time.

d. It hampers progress during teaching and learning

e. Cell phones may be used in class only under supervision and permission by authority.
4. THE SCHOOL CELL PHONE POLICY

(a) No cell phones are permitted in school premises unless; an authorised person such as an educator permits them to bring them with clear administrative duties.
(b) Any calls that need to be made must be made from the phone in front reception and will be charged at R5,00 per call. 
(c) If a learner is found to have their phone on them during school hours, the phone will be confiscated and kept in the school office.  The phone may only be returned to the learner’s parent or guardian and a fee of R300 will be charged. This fee may be increased every year when the policy is reviewed.
(d) Should the phone be confiscated a second time, it will be held in the school office until the last day of that term.
(e) Learners found listening to offensive music or viewing any immoral images on any digital device including their cell phone face serious disciplinary action that may result in suspension.  Staff and management are permitted to check phones at any time if they are being used on the school premises.
(f) Bokamoso senior secondary Community School accepts no responsibility for the loss or damage of cellular phones handed in at the office.
 EDUCATORS:
(a) The use of a cell phone by educators in the classrooms is prohibited.
5. Policy review
This policy shall be reviewed when it is necessary.
6. Policy effective date
This School cell phone Policy becomes effective as from the date when it is adopted and signed into effect by the Chairperson of the SGB, Secretary of the SGB and the Principal of the school.

7. Conclusion 
The Cell phone policy of Bokamoso Senior Secondary School is of utmost importance and critical to the growth and development of the school. It is important that the functionaries of the school ensure adherence to this policy for a smooth disciplinary process to be pursued in the school. Violations of this policy may lead to disciplinary action taken against the culprit.
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
